Highlights

The hatchery is one of ten national
broodstock hatcheries in the nation.
It presently holds Seneca Lake

and Lake Superior strains of trout
broodstock, which annually produce
2.5 milllion eggs. These eggs produce
620,000 yearling trout for release in
Lake Erie and Lake Ontario. The
remaining fish are either shipped to
other federal hatcheries in the upper
basin or stocked as fry in Lake Erie.

In cooperation with the Pennsylvania
Fish and Boat Commission, this facility
raises 100,000 native brook trout for
stocking in nearby waters.
